5th Universidad Icesi Conference On Language Teaching and Learning “Professional Identity in Language Teaching”
Icesi University is pleased to announce its 2019 conference and to call for papers to be submitted for presentation in the event.
The theme of the conference ‘Professional Identity in Language Teaching’ recognizes that language teaching - and especially English Language Teaching - while local and context-specific, is at the same time a global undertaking and takes place within a global context. 
The aim of the conference is to identify and reflect on how language teachers perceive themselves and how they are perceived by others, including their employers and their students, professional communicators, specialists in pedagogy and even as cultural mediators. 
Through three interlocking strands: Practice, Reflection, and Community, this conference will explore the different ways in which language teachers construct their professional identities. What is the essential skill set of a language teacher in the globalized, interconnected world of the 21st century? How has their role changed, and what does the future hold? 
This Conference offers opportunities to share practice and reflection, to help in the process of building a community of Colombian language teaching researchers and practitioners, to exchange ideas and to create new professional networks.  

We invite proposals on topics that explore questions around professional identity in language teaching from multiple perspectives. Consider, but do not limit yourself to:

· The value of the non-native speaker teacher

· The ‘craft’ of the language teacher

· The teacher as a language expert

· The teacher as researcher/the teacher as innovator 

· The practice and experiences of non-specialist English teachers in public schools

· Bilingual schools and English as Medium of Instruction (EMI): should every teacher be a language teacher?

· The ‘other’ foreign languages: how to survive in a sea of English?  

· Language teachers and social justice

· English as a Lingua Franca (ELF) and its implications for teacher identity

· Teaching and Learning Languages for Global Citizenship.

PRESENTATIONS FORMATS

1. Presentation (45-60 minutes).

These are oral presentations where teachers-researchers, masters and PhD students present their results of finished or ongoing research related to the topics of the conference. Speakers can use any visual resource for the presentation.

2. Workshops (45-60 minutes). 
These are short interactive training sessions led by teachers-researchers, masters and PhD students, who design tasks to promote new and innovative teaching and learning strategies; approaches and methodologies; and reflection upon teaching practice.

3. Poster Presentation (45-60 minutes). 
A poster presentation of ongoing or finished research. Their authors in a special room, where they will be able to interact with the conference attendees and receive feedback on their current work, will present posters. This is a more relaxed and interactive way to present ongoing research and results. Specifications. 
4. Good practices or (professional successful experiences) (45-60 minutes).

Teacher and academic coordinators from schools and universities will present academic projects they have been implementing in their institutions in order to explore new approaches, and teaching strategies to achieve certain academic goals with their students and colleagues related to the topics of the conference
